LGBT: “The acronym stands for lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer, questioning,
intersex, asexual, and the + holds space for the expanding and new understanding of
different parts of the very diverse gender and sexual identities”

Challenge: Righteous God-honouring believers to welcome sinners, as the Father to the
prodigal son, not give grace for evil actions, but show love to the sinner, and humbly
join Jesus (whose blood was shed, for this very reason) in a call for repentance:

God’s Blueprint: Genesis 2:18-24

18 Then the LORD God said, “It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him
a helper fit for[e] him.” 9 Now out of the ground the LORD God had formed[f] every beast of
the field and every bird of the heavens and brought them to the man to see what he
would call them. And whatever the man called every living creature, that was its
name. 20 The man gave names to all livestock and to the birds of the heavens and to
every beast of the field. But for Adam[g] there was not found a helper fit for him. 21 So
the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he slept took one of
his ribs and closed up its place with flesh. 22 And the rib that the LORD God had taken
from the man he made[h] into a woman and brought her to the man. 23 Then the man
said,

“This at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman,
 because she was taken out of Man.”[i]

24 Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and
they shall become one flesh. 25 And the man and his wife were both naked and were
not ashamed.

God’s Wrath on unrighteousness -eternal consequences:
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1 Corinthians 6:9-20 (ESV)
9 Or do you not know that the unrighteous[a] will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not
be deceived: neither the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor men who
practice homosexuality,[b] 10 nor thieves, nor the greedy, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor
swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God. 11 And such were some of you. But you were
washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ
and by the Spirit of our God.

Flee Sexual Immorality
12 “All things are lawful for me,” but not all things are helpful. “All things are lawful for
me,” but I will not be dominated by anything. 13 “Food is meant for the stomach and the
stomach for food”—and God will destroy both one and the other. The body is not
meant for sexual immorality, but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. 14 And God
raised the Lord and will also raise us up by his power. 15 Do you not know that your
bodies are members of Christ? Shall I then take the members of Christ and make them
members of a prostitute? Never! 16 Or do you not know that he who is joined[c] to a
prostitute becomes one body with her? For, as it is written, “The two will become one
flesh.” 17 But he who is joined to the Lord becomes one spirit with him. 18 Flee from
sexual immorality. Every other sin[d] a person commits is outside the body, but the
sexually immoral person sins against his own body. 19 Or do you not know that your
body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you have from God? You are not
your own, 20 for you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your body.

God's Wrath on Unrighteousness (Romans 1:18-32 ESV)

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and
unrighteousness of men, who by their unrighteousness suppress the truth. 19 For what
can be known about God is plain to them, because God has shown it to them. 20 For his
invisible attributes, namely, his eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly
perceived, ever since the creation of the world,[g] in the things that have been made. So
they are without excuse. 21 For although they knew God, they did not honor him as God
or give thanks to him, but they became futile in their thinking, and their foolish hearts
were darkened. 22 Claiming to be wise, they became fools, 23 and exchanged the glory
of the immortal God for images resembling mortal man and birds and animals and
creeping things.

24 Therefore God gave them up in the lusts of their hearts to impurity, to the dishonoring
of their bodies among themselves, 25 because they exchanged the truth about God for a
lie and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed
forever! Amen.

26 For this reason God gave them up to dishonorable passions. For their women
exchanged natural relations for those that are contrary to nature; 27 and the men
likewise gave up natural relations with women and were consumed with passion for
one another, men committing shameless acts with men and receiving in themselves the
due penalty for their error.

28 And since they did not see fit to acknowledge God, God gave them up to a debased
mind to do what ought not to be done. 29 They were filled with all manner of
unrighteousness, evil, covetousness, malice. They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit,
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maliciousness. They are gossips, 30 slanderers, haters of God, insolent, haughty,
boastful, inventors of evil, disobedient to parents, 31 foolish, faithless, heartless,
ruthless. 32 Though they know God's righteous decree that those who practice such
things deserve to die, they not only do them but give approval to those who practice
them.

 God detests sexual immorality: Leviticus 18:21b-22

21… “I am the Lord. 22 You shall not lie with a male as with a woman; it is an
abomination” (Lev 18:21b -22).

The River of Life: Revelation 22:1-19

22 1Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, flowing
from the throne of God and of the Lamb 2 through the middle of the street of the
city; also, on either side of the river, the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, yielding
its fruit each month. The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. 3 No
longer will there be anything accursed, but the throne of God and of the Lamb will be in
it, and his servants will worship him. 4 They will see his face, and his name will be on
their foreheads. 5 And night will be no more. They will need no light of lamp or sun,
for the Lord God will be their light, and they will reign forever and ever.

Jesus is Coming Soon (Rev 22:12-19)

12 “Behold, I am coming soon, bringing my recompense with me, to repay each one for
what he has done. 13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning
and the end.”

14 Blessed are those who wash their robes,[c] so that they may have the right to the tree
of life and that they may enter the city by the gates. 15 Outside are the dogs and
sorcerers and the sexually immoral and murderers and idolaters, and everyone who
loves and practices falsehood.

16 “I, Jesus, have sent my angel to testify to you about these things for the churches. I
am the root and the descendant of David, the bright morning star.”

17 The Spirit and the Bride say, “Come.” And let the one who hears say, “Come.” And let
the one who is thirsty come; let the one who desires take the water of life without
price.

18 I warn everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: if anyone adds to
them, God will add to him the plagues described in this book, 19 and if anyone takes
away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God will take away his share in the
tree of life and in the holy city, which are described in this book (Rev 22:6-19 ESV)”.

Repentance The Parable of the Prodigal Son

11 “And he said, “There was a man who had two sons. 12 And the younger of them said to
his father, ‘Father, give me the share of property that is coming to me.’ And he
divided his property between them. 13 Not many days later, the younger son gathered
all he had and took a journey into a far country, and there he squandered his property
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in reckless living. 14 And when he had spent everything, a severe famine arose in that
country, and he began to be in need. 15 So he went and hired himself out to[b] one of the
citizens of that country, who sent him into his fields to feed pigs. 16 And he was longing
to be fed with the pods that the pigs ate, and no one gave him anything.

17 “But when he came to himself, he said, ‘How many of my father's hired servants have
more than enough bread, but I perish here with hunger! 18 I will arise and go to my
father, and I will say to him, “Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you. 19 I
am no longer worthy to be called your son. Treat me as one of your hired
servants.”’ 20 And he arose and came to his father. But while he was still a long way off,
his father saw him and felt compassion, and ran and embraced him and kissed
him. 21 And the son said to him, ‘Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you. I
am no longer worthy to be called your son.’[c] 22 But the father said to his servants,[d] ‘Bring
quickly the best robe, and put it on him, and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his
feet. 23 And bring the fattened calf and kill it, and let us eat and celebrate. 24 For this my
son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found.’ And they began to
celebrate.

25 “Now his older son was in the field, and as he came and drew near to the house, he
heard music and dancing. 26 And he called one of the servants and asked what these
things meant. 27 And he said to him, ‘Your brother has come, and your father has killed
the fattened calf, because he has received him back safe and sound.’ 28 But he was
angry and refused to go in. His father came out and entreated him, 29 but he answered
his father, ‘Look, these many years I have served you, and I never disobeyed your
command, yet you never gave me a young goat, that I might celebrate with my
friends. 30 But when this son of yours came, who has devoured your property with
prostitutes, you killed the fattened calf for him!’ 31 And he said to him, ‘Son, you are
always with me, and all that is mine is yours. 32 It was fitting to celebrate and be glad,
for this your brother was dead, and is alive; he was lost, and is found (Luke 15:11-22).’”
